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On 10 January, 2026, the Bachelor of Arts in Philosophy, Politics and
Economics (PPE), the College of Interdisciplinary Studies, Thammasat
University (Lampang Campus) organized a community-based learning
project to strengthen relationships among students, promote social
responsibility, and encourage the application of academic knowledge
through community engagement. The project also aimed to enhance
students’ understanding of the social, economic, and cultural
contexts of local communities while supporting youth development.

In the afternoon, students participated in a hands-on coffee
workshop that included drip coffee brewing, coffee bean sorting,
drying, and flavor differentiation. Through this experience, students
learned about the coffee production process from farm to cup and
gained insights into the economic value of coffee as an important
local cash crop, reinforcing their understanding of community
economics and sustainable development while developing practical
skills and civic awareness.
