Students will
gain understanding of the concept of “citizenship” in a democratic rule and will have opportunity
for self-development to become a citizen in a democratic society and to take responsibility in

addressing issues in their society through real-life practices.

TU 110 Integrated Humanities 2 (2-0-4)

To study the history of human beings in different periods, reflecting their beliefs,
ideas, intellectual and creative development. To instill analytical thinking, with an awareness of
the problems that humanities are confronting, such as the impacts of: technological
development, violence, wars, and various world crises so that we can live well in a changing

world.

TU 111 Thailand in Historical, Social and Cultural Perspective 3 (3-0-6)

To explore Thai social, cultural and intellectual backgrounds from the old days
(known as the Kingdom of Siam) until today. To emphasize the formation of the Thai identity as
well as directions towards the development of Thai culture and society in the globalization

context.(Field trips are obligatory)

TU 116 Man and Arts: Visual Art, Music and Performing Arts 3 (3-0-6)

This course is a study of art in relation to its function and the development of
people, society and environment by focusing on various creative works, such as visual arts,
music and performing arts, depicting the culture and perception of mankind. The course also
aims to instill learners with real awareness of art values through personal experience, and also
the appreciation of the aesthetic values of creative works. An emphasis is placed upon the

influence of art on Thai values and the Thai way of life.

TU 117 Development of the Modern World 3 (3-0-6)
To study the development of world societies from 1500 A.D. to the present.
An emphasis is placed upon the relationship of economy, political system, administration,

society, culture, science and technology, leading to modern world changes.
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TU 120 Integrated Social Sciences 2 (2-0-4)

This interdisciplinary course focuses on the fact that social sciences play
an important role for society. The course explains the origins of the social sciences and
the modern world, the separation of social sciences from pure sciences, and the acceptance of
the scientific paradigm for the explanation of social phenomenon. It also involves the analysis of
important disciplines, concepts, and major theories of social sciences by pointing out strengths
and weaknesses of each one. Included is the analysis of contemporary social problems, using
knowledge and various perspectives—-individual, group, macro-social, national and world

perspectives-- to view those problems.

TU 121 Man and Society 3 (3-0-6)

To study general characteristics of human societies, elements of social structures
and procedures, social changes and evolution resulting from such factors as environment, and
technology, etc. To analyze various kinds of societies to find out the relationship among
elements within each society, and the relationship between society and environment.
To strengthen ethics and awareness on social responsibilities both in national and international

levels.

TU 122 Law in Everyday Life 3 (3-0-6)

To study general aspects of law as correct patterns of human conduct in society.
To equip learners with basic principles of public law (rules of law), and its values which are
associated with citizens’ moral core. To provide basic knowledge in public law and private law,
involving the issues of rights and duties, dispute settlement, Thai Justice procedures, the usage

and interpretation of law principles, with an emphasis on case studies in our daily lives.

TU 124 Society and Economy 3 (3-0-6)
To provide guidelines for the study and analysis of society and economy. To
analyze social and economic evolution in Thailand and worldwide. To emphasize the influence

of culture and institutions on the social and economic system.
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TU 130 Integrated Sciences and Technology 2 (2-0-4)

To study basic concepts in science, scientific theory and philosophies. Standard
methods for scientific investigations. Important evolutions of science and technology influencing
human lives as well as the impacts of science and technology on economies, societies and
environments. Current issues involving the impacts of science and technology on moral, ethics

and human values.

TU 143 Man and Environment 3 (3-0-6)

To study the relationship between people and the environment by focusing on the
coexistence of living things in a way that it creates balance, enhances optimal use, and helps
to promote effective and long-lasting environmental management. To discuss the impacts of
scientific and technological development on the environment, society, and economy as well as

the importance of the environment in the present and future are for Mankind.

TU 151 General College Mathematics 3 (3-0-6)
(A non-credit subject to the students’ faculty code of 02, 04 and from 09 to 14,16,17)
To review Set; real number system; relations; functions and applications; introduction to
linear programming; logic; measurement of interest; installment payment and income tax; descriptive
statistics; index number; introduction to probability ; basic concept of inferential statistics; statistical

packages.

TU 153 General Knowledge about Computers 3 (3-0-6)

To study the essential components of computer systems including hardware,
software, data and its processing; basic data communication, network and the Internet,
principles of problem solving using computers and software packages, security, ethics and laws

related to computer usage and information systems.

TU 155 Elementary Statistics 3 (3-0-6)

To identify the Nature of statistical problems; review of descriptive statistics;
probability; random variables and some probability distributions (binomial, poison and normal) ;
elementary sampling and sampling distributions; estimation and hypotheses testing for one and
two populations; one-way analysis of variance; simple linear regression and correlation; chi-

square test.
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TU 156 Introduction to Computers and Programming 3 (3-0-6)
Basic concepts of computer systems, electronic data processing concepts, system
and application software, algorithms, flowcharts, data representation, program design and

development methodology, problem solving using high-level language programming.

AS 125 Introduction to ASEAN 3 (3-0-6)
An Introduction the history and the aims of the establishment of ASEAN
community.lt includes the overview of ASEAN countries in social,political,economic,cultural and

ideological aspects.

TH 161 Thai Usage 3 (3-0-6)
Thai language usage skills: listening, reading, writing and speaking, with
emphases on drawing the main idea, communicating knowledge, thoughts and composing

properly.

TH 162 Report Writing 3 (3-0-6)
The methodology of report writing, enabling students to search for information to

make systematic references and to practice report writing skills.

EL 070 English Course 1

Prerequisite : Language Institute placement

A non-credit course designed for those students with low English command and
unable to enroll directly into English Foundation Course (The assessment criteria are ‘S’ for
Satisfactory or ‘U’ for Unsatisfactory and will not be counted towards the students’ total credits
and GPA).

A preparatory course designed to enable students to cope up with real English use

of four basic integrated skills of listening, speaking, reading and writing.

EL 171 English Course 2 3 (3-0-6)
Prerequisite : EL 070 or Language Institute placement
An intermediate English course designed to promote four integrated skills to

develop students’ English proficiency at a higher level.
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EL 172 English Course 3 3 (3-0-6)
Prerequisite : EL 171 or Language Institute placement
An upper-intermediate English course to enable students to use integrated skills at

a more sophisticated level than the prior course especially in speaking and writing.

EL 295 295 Academic English 1 3 (3-0-6)
Prerequisite: have earned credits of EL 172
Practicing academic English in the four language skills (listening, speaking reading
and writing), emphasizing vocabulary development skills including academic expressions,
reading and writing academic paragraphs, listening to and taking notes from lectures, and

conducting project presentations.

CH 171 Chinese 1 3 (3-0-6)
To study the basic structure of Chinese including the phonetics and grammar and

to learn to write 250 Chinese characters and to study vocabulary using these characters.

CH1172  Chinese 2 3 (3-0-6)
Prerequisite: students should pass CH 171, pass the test, or approval from the lecturer.
Further the studies done in CH 171 by studying more complex sentences, and by

learning 300 more Chinese characters.

Sl 201 Cultural Study 3 (3-0-6)

Development of the theories of various schools of thought on the basics in cultural
studies, including the study of national and international social phenomenon that are cultural
issues such as, the convergence of modern cultures, the flow of movement across cultural

borders, cultural diversity and sub-cultures, etc.

Sl 202 Social Theory 3 (3-0-6)
The development, special issues and theories of sociology, including concepts

from classic period to contemporary period will be examined.
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Sl 203 Economics for Integrated Studies 3 (3-0-6)

The general macro and micro economic principles, and covers the topics of
consumer behavior; production and capital; the manufacturer behavior; structure and behavior of
competition in the market places; the concept of market failure; the role of market intervention
by the government; national income; banking and financial systems; monetary and fiscal policy;
the importance of trade and international finance; the argument between free trade and market
protection. Other than these topics the course aims to study the relationship between economics
and other factors such as, political, legal, social, cultural, and traditional factors in order to

understand fully the issues of economic integration between these various dimensions.

Sl 204 Political Science for Integrated Studies 3 (3-0-6)
Political philosophy, the international political system. The course aims to study the
relationship between politics and other factors affecting changes in society such as economic,

social, cultural factors, etc.

Sl 205 Business Administration for Integrated Studies 3 (3-0-6)

The meaning, characteristics and structure of business including the basic
principles of administration which is made up of management, marketing, finance and accounts.
Aside from these topics the course focuses on a study of the economic, political, social, cultural

factors, etc. which affect businesses so it can be applied to further study in other subjects.

Sl 206 Environment and Development 3 (3-0-6)

Environment-development relationships: global environmental change, population
growth, economic growth and technological progress. Analyze of causes, consequences, and
possible solutions to specific environmental problems at local, national, regional and global

levels.

Sl 207 Introduction to Law and Rule by Law 3 (3-0-6)
Theory, reasoning and concepts that make it necessary to have rules in society;
The origins of law; The differences between governing by law and governing by rules of law;

including a study of basic laws related to daily life.

Sl 208 Philosophy of Social Science 3 (3-0-6)
The philosophy of Social Sciences and qualitative research methodology in Social

Sciences will be examined.
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Sl 209 Quantitative Research 3 (3-0-6)

The concept of Quantitative research methodology is core element of this course.

Sl 211 English for Social Sciences 3 (3-0-6)
Prerequisite : Students must have passed EL. 172 subject
Various types of reading skill used for reading articler in Social Sciences and

compointion writing skill.

Sl 212 English for Communication 3 (3-0-6)
Prerequisite : Students must have passed EL. 172 subject
Practice listening, speaking, reading and English writing skills in English, including
vocabulary, phrases, accent, and various sentence structures, at intermediate and advanced
level where necessary in listening and speaking for communication in various daily life

situations.

Sl 321 Introduction to International Law 3 (3-0-6)
Concepts of international law. The relationship between international and domestic
law. People in the international law as well as authoritative states and international law such as

international economy, human rights, and international environment.

Sl 322 Asia in Global Context 3 (3-0-6)

The importance of Asia. Roles and foreign policies in political and economy.
The cooperation of countries in Asia under multilateral and bilateral cooperations such as United
Nation, World Trade Organization, Asia-Pacific Economic Cooperation, ASEAN plus three

(ASEAN+China, Korea, and Japan) and the Greater Mekong Sub-regions.

Sl 323 International Economic Integration 3 (3-0-6)
Concepts and theories of integration and cooperation between various countries.

The impact on the economy, politics, society and culture in the Asia - Pacific.

Sl 324 Concepts and Theories on Development 3 (3-0-6)

The meaning, principles, philosophy, ideology and choices of development from
the various schools of thought in social studies. The course considers the relationship between
economic, social, cultural, political, physical factors that affect development; Development

strategies and the impacts of development.
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Sl 325 Social And Cultural Capital 3 (3-0-6)
Definitions, the differences between social and culture capital and economic or
business capital including social and culture capital support. Students will also learn the role of

social and cultural capital in developing today’s society.

Sl 326 Organizational Management 3 (3-0-6)

The ideas, theories and concepts of Organizational Management. The main area
of the course is an interdisciplinary study on the various environmental aspects of
the organization that can also affect individuals and groups and can cause shifts in
organizational behavior. The course aims to apply this study to a more effective enterprise

management and improve efficiency and satisfaction in the organization.

words, phrases, sentences. The basic to more difficult sentence structures are given.

Sl 332 Chinese Reading and Writing Skills 3 (3-0-6)
Prerequisite : Students must have passed CH 172 subject
Practicing reading and writing skills: Principle of reading and practicing the correct
writing skills and the reading skills that focus on daily life, culture, government and economics

article. Emphasizing reading comprehensive and conclusion.

Sl 333 History and Civilization of China 3 (3-0-6)

History and civilization of China. Since prehistoric times. To the present.
Development of ancient Chinese civilization. Social development. Politics of the Chinese
monarchy. The glory and the decline in Chinese history. Until the founding of the People's

Republic of China 1949 release.

Sl 334 Economy and Politics of China 3 (3-0-6)
Chinese politics and economy. The social revolution of the 1949 national policy

reform. The opening to a socialist market economy in 1978 to the present.
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Sl 335 Contemporary Chinese Society and Culture 3 (3-0-6)
The institutions and various organizations in Chinese society, politics, economy
and culture. The course studies the creation of the unique environment that makes up the

pluralist Chinese society as well as China’s present day economic, social and cultural changes.

Sl 341 Selected Reading in the Mekong Sub-regions 3 (3-0-6)
Prerequisite : Students must have passed EL 172 subject

Reading article relate to Countries in the Mekong Sub-regions.

Sl 342 International Business Management 3 (3-0-6)
International investment theory, structure, business policy, and international

business strategy, including management, marketing, finance and human resources for

international businesses.

Sl 343 History of the Mekong Sub-regions 3 (3-0-6)
History of the Mekong Sub-regions countries started from traditional state, colonial

era, and nation-states.

Sl 344 Political Geography and Socio-economic Context of 3 (3-0-6)
the Mekong Sub-regions
Geographical influences relevant to a political evolution and international relations
among the Mekong subregional countries. The course also examines an economic development

plan and the social impact of capitalism on the countries.

Sl 345 Culture and Society of the Mekong Sub-regions 3 (3-0-6)
The institutes and organizations in the Mekong Basin countries, as well as current

issues concerning social changes.

Sl 351 Folklore and Folklife 3 (3-0-6)

The meaning, development, scope, type and characteristics of folklore and folklife
from literature to Verbal Folklore, Material Folklore, Performing Folklore, and Customary
Folklore. As well as the integration of folklore and folklife disciplines and other disciplines and

social and cultural resource management.
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Sl 352 Group, Organization and Social Networks 3 (3-0-6)

The role of organizations and social networks for both national and international
communities. The subject includes a study of the creation and development of networks,
cooperation between political Parties to strengthen the power of corporations which leads to

more social, economical and political processes that affect change and management.

Sl 353 Lanna Studies 3 (3-0-6)

The emergence and development of cultures and societies, arts and sciences,
local wisdoms, and economics of Northern communities in Thailand and neighboring countries;

Sl 355 Communication for Socio-Cultural Resources 3 (3-0-6)

communication. Students will also explore communication strategies, marketing, and public

Sl 361 Tourism Industry 3 (3-0-6)

The evolution of Thai and International tourism. The course focuses on the basic
elements and structure of tourism and hospitality industries; Tourism-related organizations, both
domestically and internationally; Standards of the travel tourism market as well as the origin of

the tourism industry, especially comparing Thailand to its neighboring countries.

Sl 362 Tourism Business Management 3 (3-0-6)

Business management concepts in tourism. The course focuses on various work
practices within the industry; the changes and adaptation of tourism business; the relationship of
the tourism business structure and other types of businesses related to the effective functioning

of the tourism business.
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Sl 363 Tourism Resource 3 (3-0-6)

Meaning and importance of the tourism resources of Thailand and the world. The
unique artistic and historic value of ancient religious sites and natural tourist sites.
Environmental and geographical factors that affect to tourism resources, conservation and

tourism resources management.

Sl 364 Geography and Tourism Relation 3 (3-0-6)

The connection between geography and tourism in accordance with policy,
concepts, and tourism management in different areas; the study of tourist behaviors; the
impacts on economics, culture, society, and environment; conservation and tourism resources

development; as well as tourism problem solutions.

Sl 365 Sociology of Tourism 3 (3-0-6)
The definition, principles and significance of sociology of tourism. Sociological
theories and concepts to understand, examine and criticize the tourism management.

Discussion on tourism management in the sociological aspects.

Sl 371 Chinese Arts and Literature 3 (3-0-6)
Category, role, sources and concept of creating Chinese arts and literature.
Analysis the factors that impact on Chinese arts and literature. Including the main aspects of

Chinese social and culture which are reflected by Chinese arts and literature.

Sl 372 Tourism in China 3 (3-0-6)
The main of travel and tourism resources. Discuss about the barriers and
obstacles of the business administration, operation , change, adaptation of the Chinese

tourism which effect on the situation of tourism in China.

SI 373 ASEAN Integration 3 (3-0-6)

The concept and theory of regional integration focusing on regional cooperation in
Southeast Asia after World War 1l. This course aims to examine the role of the Association of
Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN) and the integration of ASEAN into ASEAN Community (AC)
by analyzing the structures, functions, roles including studying the obstacles and problems of

ASEAN.
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Sl 374 Tourism in Southeast Asia 3 (3-0-6)
The main of travel and tourism resources. Discuss about the barriers and
obstacles of the business administration, operation , change, adaptation of the tourism which

effect on the situation of tourism in Southeast Asia.

Sl 375 Civil Society and Local Democratic Governance 3 (3-0-6)

Compare the system of governments between a representative democracy and
a self-governed democracy. The topics of focus in the course include the evolution of State and
Civil Societies; the concept of the division of powers and duties in society between State and
Civil Societies; creating a sense of citizenship and the relationship between Civil society and

democratic development in society.

Sl 376 Industrial Crafts and Management 3 (3-0-6)
Resources, environment, society and culture, belief and religion as a factor

essential to make an inspiration in creating various forms of industrial crafts.

Sl 377 English for Tourism Management 3 (3-0-6)
The structure, vocabulary and language functions relate to tourism management ;

and develops skill for giving information about tourist attractions.

SI 378 Principles of Recreation for Tourism 3 (3-0-6)
Conceptions and principles of recreation: definition, development, classification,

and organization of recreational activities.

Sl 381 English for Careers 3 (3-0-6)
The structure, vocabulary and language functions used for communication in office

and business transactions.

Sl 382 Skill Development in Presenting Information of Social 3 (3-0-6)
Sciences
Learning and practicing how to present information in a variety of Social Sciences.
The course examines writing and speaking such as writing various categories of non-fiction;
writing for television; creative writing; reported speech, presentation comprising media, speaking at

seminars and discussion, etc.
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Sl 383 Cultural landscape 3 (3-0-6)
Relationship of the natural and human. Development the value and significance by

managements process of Cultural landscape.

Sl 384 Organization and Social Responsibility 3 (3-0-6)

The concept, theory, process and importance of social responsibility in various
ways including current Social Enterprise concept. Besides, it involves in considering problems
come from running Organization in immoral ways. This aims to raise awareness of common

responsibility to develop and create society in sustainable and happiness environment.

Sl 385 Current Issues in International Relations 3 (3-0-6)

Meaning and relations among politics, economy, and society. International political
development, politics and adjustment of developed countries and developing countries. Global
economic system, impacts of globalization on economy, and relations between the world system

in current.

Sl 386 Human Resource Development in Southeast Asia 3 (3-0-6)

Development of concepts and theories about the development of human
resources. Human resource development policies of countries in Southeast Asia. Factors
affecting the development of human resources in Southeast Asia. The development of human

resources when they enter the ASEAN Community.

Sl 431 Law and Culture of Business Transactions in China 3 (3-0-6)

Chinese notion, philosophy and culture that directly impact on attitudes about
doing business of Chinese merchants. Cultures and building relationships in doing business
between Chinese and foreign merchants. Applying Socialism with Chinese characteristics for
doing business in China. Learning laws, rules and regulations about doing business and

investment in China that involved in organization.

Sl 432 Politics and Foreign Policy of China 3 (3-0-6)
Politics and foreign affairs of China. Policy relations between China and the world

political and economic powers, developing countries and ASEAN.
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Sl 433 Ecology and Environment Problem in China 3 (3-0-6)
Ecological and environmental problems of China. Impact of change and
development and the natural environment, land use, human settlement and pollution as well as

the effect of using different types of natural resources in China.

Sl 434 Trade and Investment of China 3 (3-0-6)
The trade and investment in China. Trade and investment policies and laws of

China. The business relations of China with foreign countries.

Sl 435 Seminar on Chinese Studies 3 (3-0-6)
The problems and challenges associated with the development of the China
countries regarding politics, economics, society, culture, environment and the relationship

between China and the world.

Sl 441 Trade and Investment in the Mekong Sub-regions 3 (3-0-6)

The trade and investment in the Mekong Sub-regions. Business relations with the
countries in the Mekong Basin, as well as commercial opportunities. Thailand's investment in
these countries. The economic and political relations between countries in the Mekong Sub-

regions.

Sl 442 Ecology and Environmental Problem in the Mekong 3 (3-0-6)
Sub-regions
Ecological and environmental problems of the Mekong Sub-regions countries.
Impact of change and development and the natural environment, land use, human settlement

and pollution as well as the effect of using different types of natural resources in the countries.

Sl 443 Overseas Chinese in Southeast Asia 3 (3-0-6)
The development and changes of political economy and socio-cultural of overseas

chinese communities in Southeast Asia.

Sl 444 Logistics Management and Development 3 (3-0-6)

The meaning, structure, characteristics of logistics, as well as the importance and
management of logistics, for managing the circulation and transfer of goods and service.
Including various information between institutes that provides time and cost efficiency in

response to the competitive advantage.
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Sl 445 Seminar on the Mekong Sub-regions Studies Issues 3 (3-0-6)
The problems and challenges associated with the development of the Mekong
Basin countries regarding politics, economics, society, culture, environment and the relationship

among the Mekong Basin countries and the world.

Sl 451 Historical and Community Archaeology 3 (3-0-6)
Concepts, values and principles of historical and archaeological resources. The
integration of historical in archaeological resources management. Participation of the community

towards the historical and archaeological resources sustainable.

Sl 452 Ethnicity State and Globalization 3 (3-0-6)

The origin, development and diffusion of the important ethic groups in Asia.
Theories and concepts of ethnic studies. The roots and development of the nation-state,
globalization, relationship between globalization and localization. Effects of the articulation

between ethnic groups, state and globalization.

Sl 453 Cultural Industry 3 (3-0-6)

The development of Western and Eastern cultural industries; culture as new
boundary of national, regional, and international co-operation; international organizations’ roles
in fostering diversity; profit and advantages earning from cultural industries; as well as cultural

products launching opportunity.

Sl 454 Museology 3 (3-0-6)
The history, concepts, roles, establishment, presentation, preservation and
activities of museum, ethics of curators and museum personnel, laws and regulations

concerning museum work.

Sl 455 Seminar on Socio - Cultural Resources Management 3 (3-0-6)

The critical issues or issues of interest relating to Socio-cultural Resource
Management. The course focuses on the concepts and theories as a means to the study and
research phenomena, the main issues are then presented by the students in a Seminar.

The course also includes the brainstorming and discussion of various issues.
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Sl 462 Human Resource Development for Tourism 3 (3-0-6)

Strategic concept and principle for human resources management in Tourism
industry. The problem of human resource management. The role of government and business
of tourism in human resource development. Strategic concepts and administration process,
planning process and strategic decision making, strategic implementation and control for

Tourism.

Sl 463 Sustainable Tourism Development 3 (3-0-6)

Concepts, theories and purposes of sustainable tourism are presented, including
the creation of a balance between host and guest, and managing natural resources in relation to
the tourism capacity of the area. The role and importance of multilateral cooperation and
alignment of government policies are stressed. Planning and application of policies to achieve
sustainable tourism are considered, along with systematic means of developing and planning

policies to develop sustainable tourism at the local, national and international level.

Sl 464 Policy and Plan for Sustainable Tourism Management 3 (3-0-6)
Meaningful concepts and principles of environmental analysis. Plan and policy of
government. Factors to promote and develop sustainable tourism industry. Study regulations

and international practices and application of principles to real application.

Sl 465 Seminar on Sustainable Tourism 3 (3-0-6)

The critical issues or issues of interest relating to Sustainable Tourism. The course
focuses on the concepts and theories as a means to the study and research phenomena,
the main issues are then presented by the students in a Seminar. The course also includes the

brainstorming and discussion of various issues.

Sl 471 Chinese Listening and Speaking Skills 3 (3-0-6)
Prerequisite : Students must have passed CH 172 subject
Listening and speaking skills, which is the content relevant to daily life. Focusing
on improve listening comprehension through the video lesson. Concentrating on interactive
activities aimed at improving naturally and grammatically oral expression.
Sl 472 Chinese for Careers 3 (3-0-6)
Prerequisite : Students must have passed CH 172 subject
The important vocabularies and conversations that can apply for careers, the
writing of basic business letters, resume, job application. Emphasizing and preparing the

learners who can apply knowledge to use in careers.
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Sl 473 Mobility and Cross-Border Movement in Southeast Asia 3 (3-0-6)
Development and factors of migration and border on the Southeast Asia.
Framework of regional agreements related to international migration. Problems and their impact

on the movement of capital and population in Southeast Asia.

Sl 474 Urban and Rural in the Mekong Sub-regions 3 (3-0-6)

Sustainable development of urban and rural areas in China and the Mekong Basin
countries concerning the factors on changes of state policy and other supportive elements of the
rapid progress; analyzing the causes of inequality between urban and rural areas and the

solutions.

Sl 475 Man, Society and Culture in Literature and Film 3 (3-0-6)
Socio-cultural aspects represented in literature and film focusing on
interreationship between man and his context. Presentation of socio-cultural resources through

film and literature as art and media.

Sl 476 Principles of Intercultural Communication 3 (3-0-6)
Concepts, theories, definitions, elements, related psychology, contexts, and
differences on cultures and society concerning verbal and non-verbal communication; the

process of adjustment into new culture; as well as other cultural practices.

Sl 477 Communication for Tourism Management 3 (3-0-6)
Concepts, communication theories, techniques and tools of communication used to
promote the tourism industry. Personal communication to mass communication. Usefulness and

importance of communication for tourism industry.

Sl 478 Tourism and Local Community 3 (3-0-6)
Principles of Tourism and cultural resources management for sustainable tourism
with focus on community participation in the resource management on the basis of attitudes

towards the environmental conservation and local traditions.
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Sl 500 Directed Research 4 Credits

Research the main areas of student interest while following the suggested student
advisor’'s guidelines for following the research method for the purpose of research analysis and
synthesis of information. The course culminates in a presentation of a term paper showing the

results of the study research.

S1 501 Community Participatory Field Work 3 Credits

Discuss and learn about natural resources, environment, politics, economics,
social factors, culture, and wisdom crucial to the study of urban and rural community.
The student is assigned to study and work in the community.

(Field work experience of 180 hours)

Sl 502 Practicum in Interdisciplinary Studies 3 Credits

The opportunity for the students to gain work experience in a government or
private organization, educational institution, research institute, company, business organization,
Non-Government Organization (NGO). The study is selected from a topic of interest to the
student and an issue related to the student’s Major. The course culminates in a report on the
work experience.

(Field work experience of 135 hours)
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
